Here are some Green Workout Tips to help you stay in shape!  
Since there are a lot of ways to make camping more sustainable, this is our second set of green tips for 
camping. What is one thing I love about camping? Sitting by the fire and eating.! However your methods of 
cooking are limited out in the wilderness. Here are some green tips for eating and cooking while camping:

1. Purchase organic and fair trade food items - When deciding which food to bring with you on your 
camping trip, look for organic and fair trade items to support fair working conditions and to keep 
pesticides out of your meals.

2. Use reusable dishes and silverware - You want to have the least amount of waste possible if you want your camping 
experience to be sustainable. Reusable dishes and silverware are the way to go.

3. Use local firewood and keep it in a ring -Try not to bring your own firewood because it could have harmful chemicals or 
bugs in it that are not native to the area and this could cause harm to the campsite. Most places have plenty of fallen 
wood that will be great for a campfire.

4. Use a fire for most of your cooking - The fire is the most ecological way to do your cooking while
 camping - so avoid cooking stoves as much as you can and use the fire instead when it makes sense.

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Teachers have been giving out "Respect" stickers to students who have done something respectful or shown 
respect in different ways: in class, at recess, in the hallways, etc. It is wonderful to see so many students 
wearing their stickers proudly. As well, classes have been engaged in some wonderful activities related to 
respect and have begun to shift the emphasis from “me” to “we”. We are developing a common language 
related to character, and everyone knows what we mean when we say "You were

 very respectful when you did ..." or "Was that a respectful thing to say or do?" Please ask your children 
 about their discussions and activities related to character in class. 

Class lists are being emailed out this week. If you do not receive your list, please speak with your children’s 
teachers. Hard copies will not be distributed this year.

Bialik is very fortunately to have two Young Emissaries with us for the second year in a row. Chosen from 120 
applicants, our Emissaries - Yonaton and Ron - are among a group of eight who have

   deferred their army service to be Israeli ambassadors and informal educators for the year. Yonaton
   and Ron will be at Bialik two days a week, teaching our students in grades 4 to 8 about Israel, Israeli
   culture, Jewish identity, and Jewish celebration. During the rest of the week, they will be working with
   Temple Kol Ami and UJA Federation, running community-wide programs about Israel.

We are looking for two host families to open their homes to Yonaton and Ron for a period of 3.5 months. Each family will host 
one of our Emissaries for this period, beginning in December 2009. The Bialik families who hosted last year's Emissaries reflect 
on the experience as wonderful and touching. It is an opportunity to reach out to our broader community in a very unique and 
meaningful way.
